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Models and years 

This document explains how to connect AiM devices to the vehicle Engine Control Unit (ECU) 

data stream. 

Supported models and years are: 

• Ferrari 296 (all street models)       from 2021 

• Ferrari Purosangue        from 2022 

• Ferrari SF90 Stradale        from 2019 
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OBDII Connection 

These models feature a specific protocol based on CAN, accessible through the OBDII plug 

placed under the steering column, driver side. For this installation refer to the following pinout 

of the OBDII plug (front view) and connection table.

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Race Studio configuration 

Before connecting the AiM device to the ECU, set all functions using AiM software Race Studio. 

The parameters to set in the device configuration are: 

• ECU Manufacturer:  FERRARI 

• ECU Model:   296 GTB (Only RS3)
