Wiring connection 

Toyota Lexus 2nd generation ECU features a bus communication protocol based on CAN on the OBDII 
plug placed under the steering wheel. 
Connector pinout as well as connection table are shown here below

Before connecting the ECU to AiM device set this up using AiM Race Studio software. The parameters 
to selec tin the device configuration are:

• ECU Model “LEXUS”;

Channels received by AIM loggers connected to "Toyota" "LEXUS" protocol are:

ECU_4 VEH_SPEED Vehicle speed 

ECU_5 STEERING_ANGLE Steering angle 

ECU_6 BRAKE_PRESS2 Brake pressure 2

manufacturer model or variant; some of the outlined channels are model and year specific and 
therefore may not be applicable.
